
Every semester you will have the opportunity to earn up to 25 extra credit points by doing a movie review. 
The procedure follows:

1. Watch the movie (obviously!)

2. Write an essay about what you saw.

Here’s what to include:

-Comparisons/contrasts to what we learned about in class

-Any historical inaccuracies compared to what we learned in class

-How it relates to what we learned in class

-An evaluation of the film’s usefulness from a HISTORICAL PERSPECTIVE-
ie. What could it teach us about history?

In essence, you need to connect the film to what we learned about class. Anything that helps you do that is fair game.

Here’s what NOT to include:

-Plot summary

-Character evaluations

-Your opinions on whether the film was entertaining, good, visually pleasing etc

-Other assorted things that fill space but really do not make an effort to connect the film to what we have learned

Essay should be 2 pages typed (preferably), double-spaced with a 12-pt font.

Essays are due anytime before the semester ends-talk to me about when this date is. They cannot be turned in after that. Each marking period will have its own films, so a review from one marking period is not useable in the next.
